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Base location for different fuel types   
 
The SPS will fit together snugly, over time it will loosen up slightly. SPS is designed to use different fuel 
types: Esbit or similar solid fuel tabs, Alcohol – Trangia or similar burner, and Wood or foraged bio 
materials, position base accordingly.  
 
Starting the fire: 

·  Clear the area where the stove is to be used of any combustible materials. Stove should be setup a 
minimum of 10’ from your tent, sleeping bag, or any item’s you don’t want to catch fire. 

·  Place the stove on level ground with the fire door facing the wind. 
·  Gather kindling, sticks, and branches. 
·  Fill the stove 3/4 full of loosely packed small kindling (pine needles, dry grass, dry leaves, ect.) 
·  Place sticks on top of small kindling, filling the stove (pencil diameter twigs, branches, ect) 
·  Remember to always start with smaller kindling on the bottom and build layers of progressively 

large material on top of the last layer. 
·  Ignite the material in the stove. In a few minutes the fire will be burning nice and steady. 
·  Once the fire has reached the point it can sustain itself, place your pan on top the stove and begin 

cooking. 
·  If the fire looks like it needs more fuel, this can be added by removing the pan. 
·  It’s best to try your stove out several times, before you go on a hike. Just to make sure you’ve got 

the hang of it. 
·  Remember the stove will be hot even after the fire has gone out! Use Caution! 
·  The stove will discolor after being fired, this in no way effects its performance. 

 
Tips and tricks: 
Starting a fire is way too important and sometimes to difficult to rely on a single means to make a fire. It's 
best to have a back-up method for starting your fire. 
Fire starting kit: 

·  Matches-strike anywhere kind are best 
·  Waterproof matches-self explanatory 
·  Commercial flint and steel-“Blastmatch” or “Spark-Lite” 
·  Cigarette Lighter 
·  Small magnifying glass- if the suns out you can make fire. 
·  Trick birthday candles which don't blow out. 
·  Cotton balls saturated with petroleum jelly-store in an empty film canister, one will burn for 

several minutes. 
·  Commercial tinder such as the Spark-Lite "Fire Tab” 
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
